incell A4 enter 50
in cell A5 enter 100
in cell A6 enter M N(Al: A5)

in A6 changes to 0. The problemis that that LisaCalc nmakes a

di stinction between new and used rows or colums. To get around this,
cut row 2 and insert another in its place.
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
