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LisaTerminal: Setting the baud rate for an Apple Modem

The baud rate on the Apple 1200 nobdemis not unalterable, although how to
alter the rate is not very obvious: you alter the rate by passing data to the
nodem at the rate you want the nodemto transnmt data. From whichever program
you use to send data to the nodem it deternines the baud rate of the data it
reci eves and sets itself at that rate. For exanple, when you set the baud
rate of the LisaTerm nal programto 300 and instruct the programto auto-dial
Li saTerm nal sends the auto-dial nessage to the nodem at 300 baud; fromthe
speed of this nessage, the nbdem assunes that you want to be communi cate at
300 baud; the nodemthen alters its rate to 300 baud. Subtle, no? But here's
the catch: if you change the baud rate in the programw thout turning off the
nodem first, the nobdemignores the nessages sent to it at the new baud rate.
You must turn off the nodemif you are going to change the baud rate.
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
