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Lisa Workshop: Eliminating LisaBug

For better or for worse, LisaBug is included in the Wrkshop in the form of
two files: SYSTEM DEBUG and SYSTEM DEBUX. In version 1.0 of the software,
the nmere presence of these two files enables the NM key (non-nmaskabl e
interrupt) in the Ofice System In later rel eases of the software, the
debugger may be invoked with the NM key fromthe Workshop, or fromthe

Ofice Systemif you' ve come directly fromthe Wrkshop without first powering
down. It can be very distressing when uninitated users press the NM key (the
m nus sign on the keypad) and drop into LisaBug.

To deal with this problemw th post version 1 software, power the system down
when you' re done working in the Wirkshop and before you use the Ofice System
alternatively, disable the debugger conpletely, as described bel ow

There are two ways to deal with this problemin version 1.0 of the Wrkshop
change the NM key code or disable the debugger. The first option is very
sinple, but lasts only for the duration of the session. The next tine you
boot your system the NM key code is reinitalized to the mnus sign on the
key pad. To tenporarily change the NM key code for the session, use the
foll owi ng procedure:

1. Enter the debugger by pressing the NM key (ninus sign on key pad).

2. Enter the command "NM 0" RETURN i n response to the debugger pronpt of
">". This sets the key code fromhex 21 (the minus key) to hex 0 (no
key) *.

3. Type a "g" RETURN to go back to your starting point.

To respecify the NM key, specify the key |ocation--not the ASCI| code
--for the character you want. The table listing the key codes is in the
Pascal Language Reference Manual

To di sabl e the debugger, you have three options:

A. Del ete SYSTEM DEBUG and SYSTEM DEBUR.

B. Change the names of the two files to sonething besides nanes starting
Wi th SYSTEM xxxx. (This allows for easy restoration at a later tine.)

C. Transfer the two files to floppy, thus freeing up the disk space until
you wi sh to restore the debugger



Not e: you nust reboot the system before these changes are effective.
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
