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You m ght expect the Gernman unml aut, not a standard ASCI| character, to get

the interperter to generate a syntax error. Instead, the system hangs as

if it were in an infinite |oop; use the "pc 0" in the debugger to return to the
command line. Avoid using option characters within the programtext.

If amssing "& in a nmultiline statenent generates a syntax error instead of
a system hang, sonething el se nmay be wong with the statenent or with the
systemitself.

The renunberi ng of enbedded nunbers in 'REM statenents is often unsuccessful
Usual Iy, the problemis that the nunmber enbedded in the 'REM statenent is both
(a) the sane as a |ine nunber in the programbefore or after the 'REM

statement itself, and (b) also a nunber that would be used in the renunbered
sequence.

Li sa Basic+ supports two types of arrays, virtual and non-virtual (i.e.

resident in nenory). Both virtual and non-virtual arrays contain a linmited
nunber of elenents: 2730 for real arrays and 16383 for integer arrays. (See the
Basi c+ User's CQuide, page 9-2.) The system allocates a maxi num of 32K of
system nenory to each non-virtual array dinensioned. Use the "LENGTH' conmand
to tell you how nmuch nmenory is available. Wth that amount, calculate the
nunber of arrays you can dinmension within the specific program

Virtual array files (disk based) as well as arrays within the file can
occupy nore space than the avail able system nmenory. An exanpl e:

The maxi mum nunber of non-virtual arrays of maxi num size with 504K of avail abl e
menory is 16. Yet, if the programutilizes virtual arrays, the nunber of
arrays that can be dinmensioned is linited only by the amount of free disk
space.
