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MacWorks: Starting Up From a Hard Disk

There are several versions of MacWrks, each with a different start-up
procedure. The two later versions let you access the built-in

10- megabyte hard disk (in a Macintosh XL) or a 5- or 10-negabyte ProFile
connected to the built-in parallel port of a Lisa 2.

MacWor ks: 682-0103- A

After the Macintosh XL starts up fromthis original version of MacWrks,
the system can run al nost any Maci ntosh application residing on diskette.
But this version cannot access a hard di sk.

MacWor ks: 682-0103-B

MacWor ks Revi sion B can access Maci ntosh software and files on di skette,
as well as on a hard disk installed with the MacWrks Hard Di sk Instal
program Once you install MacWrks, you can access the hard di sk by
starting up from MacWrks XL and then inserting the System Di skette.

MacWor ks XL: 682-0103-C and MacWrks: 682-0103-C

MacWrks Revision Cis not an official release and coul d danage docunents
and data stored on the hard disk. If you use this or earlier versions of
MacWor ks, be sure to upgrade to MacWorks XL Revision D, available from
Sun Remarketing, P. O Box 4059, Logan, Utah 84321.

MacWor ks XL: 682-0103-D
MacWorks XL lets you to start up fromthe hard disk. It also lets
you use additional Macintosh software, such as Jazz and XL/ Serve by
I nf osphere. This version supports AppleTal k and the LaserWiter.
This version is identified by the product number on the diskettes
and by the display "MACWORKS XL 3.0 COPYRI GHT 1985 - APPLE COVPUTER!
t hat appears on the screen during startup

MacWor ks XL enabl es you to start up off the hard disk directly if:

1. You've previously used the acconpanying hard disk install program
to install MacWrks on the hard di sk, and

2. The hard disk is being used exclusively for Macintosh software.

If the hard disk contains both Lisa and Maci ntosh software, you mnust



first start up from MacWrks XL, but even this procedure is faster than
wi th previous versions. Hold down the option key and start up the

Maci ntosh XL if you want to start up with software fromthe nicrodisk
drive.

The Hard Di sk Install programthat cones with MacWrks Versions B and D
lets you initialize the hard disk to either 1) run exclusively Mcintosh
software, or 2) to run both Macintosh and Lisa software. To share the hard
disk with Lisa software, you nust first partition the hard disk with Lisa
Ofice System software (selecting Share during the Lisa software instal
procedure); you must then use the Hard Disk Install programto initialize
t he Maci ntosh portion of the hard disk.

If you use BOTH 1) the built-in parallel port connected to a hard disk, or
the built-in hard disk after it's been formatted exclusively for Macintosh
software, AND 2) a Parallel Interface Card connected to a hard disk
formatted for Lisa software, then you'll have to select the hard disk you
want the systemto start up from The systemw || automatically start up
fromthe hard di sk | ast used, provided you haven't unplugged the system or
changed the Preference settings. To start up fromthe other hard disk:

1. Press the On-Of button.
2. Wait for the nmenory board test.
3. Hold down the Apple key while pressing a nunber key as listed
