M acintosh XL: Unwanted Shutdown
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My Macintosh XL internmittently dinms its screen and shuts off. Wile the
screen dins, the HD still runs. The dimeffect is not a nornmal tube
shut-down. Rather, it is the XL dinming the screen just as it does when
you normal ly choose Shut Down fromthe Finder's Special nenu.

The problemis not application-specific and does not seemto foll ow any
type of schedule. It seens random
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As the intermttent shutdown procedure is the same as a forced-shutdown
(via the menu), and that procedure is stored in software rather than
firmvare, you are looking at a software or software-related cause. On the
hardwar e side, you could have danaged RAM or not herboard, but it's not
very likely. You would see nmany nore problens than this if you had a
failing conponent.

W suspect either MacWrks Plus, system software, or (possibly) an INIT or
CDEV. Sonething is either corrupted or conflicting with another piece of
sof t war e.

Try reloading MacWwrks Plus and reinstalling the operating system
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
