A) Macintosh Il 1 Bit Video Card

The 840AV was never tested with this card. While we did not encounter
any problens during testing, it is officially untested and the
possi bility of hidden bugs remains.

B) Macintosh Il 4 Bit Video Card



Macintosh Il 8 Bit Video Card
The Mac Il Hi gh Res 4-bit and 8-bit video cards are conpatible but wll
not drive Apple's 16-inch and 21-inch color nonitors. Also, because
t hese cards were designed only to drive the 12-inch Hi gh Res nonochrone
and the 13-inch RGB nonitors, they have no sense |line capability.
Therefore, if they are placed in any Mcintosh conputer with a NuBus
slot that is also supporting built-in video or a later version NuBus
card, the boot up screen will automatically default to the old Mac 11
Hi gh Res 4-bit or 8-bit video card.

F) Macintosh Display Card 8¢24CGC, Rev. A

The Rev A card is inconpatible. The Rev B card is conpatible, but
not in the accel erated node.

G Macintosh Display Card 24AC

The card is a 7-inch NuBus card and therefore conpatible with the
Centris 660AV, Quadra 660AV and Quadra 840AV conputers. The card can
suffer significant performance problens (speed) when used in its
accel erat ed node.
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
