DISCUSSION ----------------------------------------------------

The monitor resolution must be set to 256 colors before you can use flicker-free
format on the Power Macintosh AV, Centris 660 AV, Quadra 660 AV, or Quadra 840
AV.  Flicker-free format will not work in 16 or 24-bit color modes.  Also, make
certain you have selected 256 colors before switching to the television.
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
