The probl em occurs when using any HTM. extension which allows you to select a
file as a source (using the “file” button in the dialog). Wen you select a file
the first character of the pathname is m ssing.

Exampl e:
Getting: /owerbook/imges/ny.gif
I nstead of: /Powerbook/i mages/ ny. gi f

This will render the HTM. usel ess unl ess the user manually corrects the problem
by adding the first character back
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The followi ng solution to this problem has been suggested by Lindsay Davies, the
aut hor of the BBedit HTM. extensions.

Set the Uilities HTML extension preferences to Root directory. The problem
will no longer manifest itself.

Addi tionally, Lindsay suggests the foll ow ng:

"One suggestion though to nmake the nost of these two tools. Set up the prefs
(Root folder, server address, and path), and create a document using a BASE
HREF. This will allow you to use all the addressing nethods (full, root, and
relative). Relative addressing will default to the root address if no BASE HREF
is present.”
