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Here is a troubl eshooting sequence that may help you locate the culprit:

1) Start up with a known-good Systemdisk with no INITs installed. Somne
Nl Ts cause problenms with video.

2) Try swapping out the 48 card if you haven't already done so.

3) Using the original configuration, insert the 48 (the card driving
the Two-Page) into a different slot. There might be a problemw th the
bus Iines or the slot itself.

4) Swap the logic board, if the slot or bus is the problem
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
