Di spl ay Card DRAM Expansion Kit (part number MJ505LL/A) to upgrade the card.

There are other specs that are required that we don't publish (we provide it to
RAM di stributors). You will need to contact the third-party RAM nanufacturers
and sinply ask for SIMW that will work with the Maci ntosh Display Card 8¢24
GC.
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
