The card can be upgraded to 2MB with Apple's expansion kit, or up to 8MB
with kits available from third-party vendors.  Both slots have to be filled
with the same density SIMMs:

   2MB  = 1MB SIMM X2
   8MB  = 4MB SIMM X2
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
