Macintosh: How To Configure When Using Different Monitors
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| carry ny Macintosh Ilcx back and forth fromnmnmy home to the office. At
hone, | have a nonochrone nonitor; at the office, a Portrait Display. The
Maci ntosh Ilcx contains interface cards for both nonitors, and | want to
be able to easily set the nmenu bar for each nonitor.

When using the Macintosh Ilcx with the Portrait Display, | can stil

"see" two nmonitors represented when | open the Monitors CDEV. | can drag
the menu bar to the snmaller nmonitor so it will start up on that screen
when |'m at hone.

However, at honme with the nonochrone nmonitor, | cannot set the menu bar

to appear on the Portrait Display. The Mmnitors CDEV 3.3.1 and 4.0 won't
let me select the Portrait Display unless it is plugged into the card. So
when | get to the office and start up, there is no nmenu bar. | have to
power down, renove the regular video card, and power up again.

As a fix, it has been suggested that | keep a copy of the Mnitors CDEV
after setting it up for the Portrait Display. At home, | can drag the
current CDEV out of the System Folder, and put the "office version" in the
System Fol der, so it will start up properly w thout nmy having to renove
the normal video card. This is inconvenient, and | would prefer that the
CDEV allow nme to specify the Portrait Display when the card is present.

Is there sone new version of the Mnitors CDEV that fixes this problenf
It appears that the possibility of different nonitors in nultiple

| ocati ons was overl ooked when the CDEV was witten. | inmagine there are
many custoners in simlar situations.
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The fix recomrended above will not work. The "Monitors" CDEV does not
save any settings within itself. They are stored in the Systemfile in a
resource called the "scrn" resource with an ID = 0. Replacing the
"Monitors" CDEV does not affect the settings in any way. The Portrait
Display Video Card is an intelligent card that senses at startup if a



display is attached. |If no display is attached, the video card does not
make itself known to the system and does not show up in the "Monitors"
CDEV.

W have, however, a solution that should work. Wth the Portrait Display
attached, open the Monitors CDEV and nove the nenu bar to the icon that
represents the Portrait Display and don't adjust the screen that the menu
bar is on. Wen you take the conputer hone and plug in the nobnochrone
nonitor, the nenu bar will show up on the nonochrome nonitor. This happens
because the systemthinks that only one video card is installed and

di splays all information to the nmonochronme nonitor. When you take the
conputer to work and plug in the Portrait Display, the nmenu bar will
appear up on the Portrait D splay because of the values stored in the
"scrn" resource in the Systemfile.

There is nothing that can be done to the "Monitors" CDEV to resolve this
i ssue.
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
