I've been told that there is a cdev avail able that lets the user bypass the |IOP
for the SCC chip, enabling conpatibility with serial devices that don't work
with the 10P on the Macintosh IIfx. Is this true? |If yes, where can | get this
cdev?
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There is no way to bypass the 10OP that controls the SWM and ADB. The conpani es
that sell the copy-protected prograns need to nodify their programs to work
properly on the Macintosh I1fx.

It is possible to bypass the 10P that controls the serial ports. Attached is a
control panel called "Serial Switch" that nmakes this possible. To bypass the
| OP, just select "Conpatible" in the Serial Switch control panel

The cdev has two nopdes:

- Faster, when the IOP is used
- Conpatible, enabling third-party devel oper's code to address the SCC
hardware directly bypassing the | OP

After choosing a different node, you'll need to restart your system
