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There is snmall difference in the power trace fromthe Macintosh Il to

the Macintosh Ilfx. However, the difference would be within the
limts of the power draw specifications that we require drive
manuf actures to mneet.

If your particular drive is drawing nore than Apple allows, you'll need
to swap drives for one that does not require so rmuch power to spin up
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
