To deternmine if a given card
has any of the followi ng problens with the Ilsi, the manufacturer of the
card shoul d be contact ed.
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CARD POWER REQUI REMENTS

Sorme NuBus cards exceed the 15-watt linmt for NuBus cards. In the case of
Maci ntosh Il nodels with nmultiple NuBus slots, an enpty NuBus slot usually
provi des some margin. Because the Macintosh Ilsi is a one-slot system
that nmargin does not exist. As aresult, it is nore critical that the
15-watt power requirenent for NuBus cards be mmintained in the Macintosh
Ilsi.

For exanple, the Apple Macintosh Display Card 824 GC takes slightly nore
power, due to the processor and on-board nenory, than the NuBus power
specification of 15 watts. However, after the conpletion of initial

tests, Apple is able to recommend using the card with the Mcintosh |1si
in nornmal operating environnments. Apple is continuing testing for

el evated tenmperature environnents. We will publish results of these tests
as they becone available. Until then, we do not recomrend the conbi nation
of Macintosh Ilsi and Macintosh Display Card 824 GC in environments where
the tenperature is expected to regularly exceed 32 Cor 90 F

Wth regard to third-party cards, we have found the vast majority to be
conpletely conpatible and to work reliably with the Macintosh Ilsi. In
those few i nstances where the power specification exceeds the NuBus
specification, or if you have any questions or concerns about a specific
product, contact the vendor. |In Apple's case, we can now reconmend all of
our displays cards across the |ine of NuBus-capabl e Maci nt oshes.



CARD SI ZE

NuBus and 030 Direct cards that deviate fromthe size specifications of
each type of card may experience fit problens. Al so, NuBus cards that are
a two-card set, such as a video card and an accelerator, will not work in
t he Maci ntosh I1si.

CLOCK SI GNAL

Maci nt osh SE/ 30 cards that depend on the 16-MHz cl ock speed of the
Maci nt osh SE/ 30 do not work with the Macintosh I1si because the clock
speed of the Macintosh Ilsi is 20 MHz.
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
