In theory, the Macintosh |l does not operate properly with SI Mvs

contai ning RAM chi ps slower than 120ns. This is because the nunber of RAM
wait states defined in ROM does not change dynamically to accommvpdate
slower RAM (This is not an issue with the Macintosh Plus and Maci nt osh SE
because their slower processor clock speed acconodates sl ower RAM speeds.)

In practice, however, slower RAM chips (150ns, for exanmple) will work on

a Macintosh Il because RAM chips are often faster than their |abelled

rati ngs. Neverthel ess, always use RAMthat is tested and rated at the
requi red speed of the computer. Otherw se, you nay eventually experience
random system crashes or other inconsistent errors using Sl Mvs slower than
120ns.

(NOTE: Maci ntosh Plus and Maci ntosh SE do NOT dynamically all ocate wait
states according to menory speed.)
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
