W strongly discourage installing such a device because of, anbng ot her
reasons, the differences in tenperature wi thin the housing versus where
the device's tenperature pickup is located. This would be conpounded by
the quantity and | ocations of NuBus cards, RAM and whether there is a
hard di sk drive or multiple floppy drives installed.
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
