Apple
states that, when using only 4MB of RAMin the Macintosh IIfx, the SIMwW MJST BE
installed in bank A. Al though the Macintosh IIfx may work nornmally in sone
configurations with the SIMV installed in bank B; in others, it doesn't.

To elim nate the problens you are experiencing with the Macintosh 11fx, make
sure the RAM SIMWs are in bank A
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
