Appl e does not sell 4MB SIMVs with PAL chips, as needed by the Macintosh |1x.
You will need to contact a third-party menory vendor to obtain the proper
S| Mvs.

Standard 4MB SIMVs won't work on the Macintosh |1x because JEDEC, the
conmittee overseeing the standardi zation of new solid-state devices, added an
additional built-in test nbde to high-density DRAMs. The test node is invoked
by a sequence of electrical signals which was ignored by earlier-generation
DRAM Thi s specification for 4MB SI MV was changed after the Macintosh |1x was
devel oped. At the tine the Macintosh |IIx was devel oped, in theory, 4MB SI MVb
shoul d have worked. It wasn't known at the tine that the specification would
be changed.

The result is that standard 4MB SIMVs won't work on the Macintosh I1x. The
special 4MB SI M available fromthird-party vendors have a PAL chip and can
be used in either the Macintosh Il or I1X.
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
