The Apple HD20, a non- SCS
drive which does work with the 128K and 512K Maci nt oshes, was nade obsol ete by
t he evol ution of SCSI devices which brought about Apple's line of SCSI hard
drives around the begi nning of 1986. SCSl drives require a SCSI port, which
is not included with a Macintosh 128, 512K or 512K Enhanced Maci ntosh. It

was first included with the Macintosh Plus. SCSI drives transfer data many

ti mes qui cker than non-SCSI drives.

In sunmary, you either need to find a used HD20 non- SCSI drive, or have a SCS
port installed, which would be a third-party product. Dove is one company
t hat makes add-on SCSI ports.
