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The sound system used by the Centris 610, Centris 650, and Quadra 800 lets you
pl ay back 8-bit stereo sound, and record single-channel (nobno) 8-bit sound input
froma mcrophone or line inputs.

As in the Quadra 700 and 900, the DFAC chip is used to support sound i nput.

Unli ke the Quadra 700, the sound playback path uses discrete PWM converters
simlar to those used in the PowerBook 170 for sound output.

Separ at e headphone and speaker anplifiers are used, which allows playback of
CD- ROM audi o through the sound system CD-ROM audio may be digitized by the
sound input circuitry.
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
