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I have a Macintosh C assic, and on the Power/ Sweep-Board (805-0948-A) is a
junper that says 110/220 Volts. Is it sinple to change to 220 Volts, 50 Hz for
I nternati onal use?
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The power supply for the US/Japan Macintosh Classic is 110V only. It cannot be
switched to 220V. The power supply for the International Mcintosh Classic is
220V only. There are different conponents installed on each power supply.

Modi fyi ng the power supply by changing the JP1 junper to work within a different
voltage is definitely not recommended and will void the warranty.
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
