2) The Color Cassic's integrated microphone is the sane quality as the

external one we previously packaged with other Mcintosh conputers.

We expect that customers will want to use an external m crophone
(instead of the integrated mcrophone) only if they need an
exceptionally high quality m crophone, which is likely to be one with
with a four-pin connector. Thus, the sound input jack on the back of
the Color Cassic requires a mcrophone with a four-pin connector. The
m cr ophones that Apple ships with other Maci ntosh nodels don't have
four-pin connectors.

The sound port can physically accombdate a microphone with a 3-pin
connector, but the conmputer won't recognize it as a microphone.

I nstead, the Color C assic assunmes that anything with a 3-pin connector
is a standard line-in (froma stereo, for exanple).
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
