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The Maci ntosh Col or O assic and Maci ntosh LC 520 use a power on sequence t hat
is slightly different fromall previous Macintosh conputers. The Col or
Classic and LC 520 incorporate a power switch across the incom ng AC power.
This switch is sinmlar to the storage switch on the PowerBook 100 and need
only be switched of f when storing the nachine or when renoving the logic
board. OGtherwise, trickle power is always supplied to the logic board. This
mai n power switch is | ocated on the right back side of the computer right next
to where the power cord plugs into the unit.

To start up the machine, rock the main power switch to the on position, then
press the Power On key on the keyboard (the key with a triangle pointing to
the left located either at the top center or at the top right of the
keyboard) .

Bef ore assuming a Color Classic or LC 520 is defective, be sure to press the
keyboard Power On key.

In addition, once the machine is started up, the Power On key al so serves
as a Shut Down key. The effect of pressing the Power On key is the sane

as choosing Shut Down fromthe Special menu. After the user is pronpted to
save any open docunents, the systemw Il shut down. Choosing

Shut Down with the nmouse or pressing the Power On/ O f key acconpli shes

the sanme result.
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
