W have seen some strange error nessages when inserting 800K di skettes, which
have been formatted in a Maci ntosh SE or Macintosh Plus, into a Mcintosh
Classic. Wen the disk icon appears on the desktop, and the user doubl e-clicks
onit, errors like "this is not a Macintosh Disk", "Error reading this

di skette", and "Address error" appear
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We have had reports of a variety of probl ens when users double-click on icons.
The only situation that has been reproducible was traced back to the WDEF
virus. Apparently, the WDEF virus causes this problemwith System6.0.7. (In
earlier version of the system software, WDEF could be in the system yet not
create any nmjor problens.)

Qur suggestion is to use Disinfectant 2.4 or higher, or any of the other
virus protection prograns on the market, to check the Macintosh

Classic for WDEF and elimnate the virus.
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
