1) Can you receive the same color printout results froma Maci ntosh SE or any
Maci nt osh?

2) Are there restrictions when printing color froma Mcintosh SE?
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1) Macintosh Plus, Macintosh SE, and prior nodels support only the eight colors
that are available in the original QuickDraw. Al Macintosh Il conputers
and the Maci ntosh SE/ 30 support Col or Qui ckDraw, which provides 256 col ors.
Therefore, using original QickDraw (Maci ntosh Plus, Mcintosh SE, and
earlier) provides eight colors; while using Color QuickDraw (Maci ntosh |
fam |y and Maci ntosh SE/ 30) provides 256 colors. However, please note the
third-party issues bel ow.

2) There is a limt of eight colors as supported by the ROV in the Macintosh
SE. However, please note the third-party issues bel ow.

Sone third parties have devi sed methods to work around the limts inposed by
the Maci ntosh ROMs. Sone third-party filmrecorders (slidenakers) do not
work with the Maci ntosh SE/ 30 under Col or Qui ckDraw, but work on the
Maci nt osh SE/ 30 by assigning colors to be equal to certain black and white
patterns. (This also may be supported on the Maci ntosh SE and Maci nt osh

Pl us.)

O her third-party products can print Macintosh Il 8-bit col or inmages
froma Maci ntosh SE/ 30 without any changes. W thout know ng which 35mm film
recorder is in use, we cannot tell you the limts the product inposes on the
Maci nt osh. To understand these linmits, check the filmrecorder
document ati on.
