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W were able to reproduce these results on a nunber of systens, and it seens
to be based on the anount of nenory available to the application. Launching

Fil eMaker Il in a 6MB MiultiFinder partition takes significantly |longer than in
a 2MB space. \When the application |aunches, it checks the space available to
it, and prepares it for its own use. It is also possible that nore resources

are preloaded into available menory. W found the same to happen with a nunber
of applications, including Mcrosoft Wrd.

You didn't nention how much RAMwas in the Macintosh Ilcx that you tried, but
we suspect that it has 2MB or less. This would explain why the |launch tine
under Finder was close to that under MultiFinder. Launching FileMker Il under
Fi nder on an 8MB Macintosh |Ix took 50% | onger than on the sane systemin a
512K Mul ti Finder partition
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
