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It is sonetines inpossible to tell what the factory configuration was by

t he nodel nunber printed (or stanped) onto the unit. The nobdel nunber
designates a "fam|ly" of conmputers and has only one absol ute requirenent:
the first letter (M= Macintosh, A = Apple Il, etc.). The other digits are
essentially random

That last 5-6 digits in the serial nunber usually end with the nodel nuner,
for exanple, F1234HYD34M5000. The Mb0O0OO is the nodel nunber.

In sone specific cases you can figure it out, though: there was only one
Maci ntosh 128K, for instance. In your case, however, we can't deternine
what the initial configuration was (which would enable us to discover the
Fi ni shed Goods part numbers, eventually).
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
