These settings include things
such as the date & tine, the AppleTal k on/off setting, and the col or on/off
setting. These settings are stored in a special part of nenory called PRAM

(paraneter RAM.

(2) How long does this battery usually last?

We believe that a battery should last UP TO five years after you receive your
Maci ntosh. This does NOT nean that we expect every battery to last this |ong.
Note that the battery may fail sooner, depending upon its shelf life, power
usage patterns, and the individual battery inside your computer

It is the manufacture date.

When the Macintosh will not retain PRAM settings (such as the date/tine) after
it has been turned off, this generally indicates a dead battery.

Appl e recommends deal er installation of a new battery. Apple does not sell
service parts such as batteries directly to end users. A battery can explode if
installed in the wong position. Finally, Apple-authorized service providers
will return dead batteries to Apple for safe disposal or recycling.

(6) What kind of battery is the internal battery?

It depends on the nodel of Macintosh. The batteries used in Mcintosh conputers

are lithiumor alkaline, and are comonly 3.6-4.5 volts.
