A file that stands for and points to a file, application, folder, or disk that
you use as if it were the original. Wen you open an alias you are actually
openi ng the original

Appl e Backup

An application for the Mcintosh Perfornma conputers that lets you copy files on
your hard disk onto a series of high-density floppy disks. If the original files
on your hard disk are |ost or damaged, you can use these backup disks to restore
your files.

Appl e Desktop Bus (ADB)

Input circuitry built into nost Apple conmputers. You use the ADB port to attach
t he keyboard, the nmouse, and other input devices, such as graphics tablets and
bar code readers.

The nmenu at the left end of the menu bar, indicated by the Apple |ogo. You
choose itenms fromthis nmenu to open itens (such as desk accessories) that you
have placed in the Apple Menu Itens folder, and to get information about
prograns that are currently running ("About.").

Appl e Restore

An application programthat lets you restore infornmation on your hard disk from
a backup di sks nade with Apple Backup.

Appl eTal k Net wor k



A conprehensive network systemthat runs on a variety of cable systenms and
protocols. It facilitates comruni cati on between network devices, such as your
conputers, file servers, and printers, which my be a m xture of Apple and
non- Appl e products. Several elenents make up an Appl eTal k network system
Appl eTal k software and Appl eTal k hardware; the latter includes conputing
conponents and connectivity conponents.

Appl eTal k Connectivity

Appl eTal k' s design lets you include a variety of data-link and cabling nethods
in a network system Data-link and cabling methods wi dely used include

Local Tal k; EtherTal k, using standard Ethernet nedia; and TokenTal k, using token
ring nedia.

Software that |lets you use a Maci ntosh w thout using the Finder interface. At
Ease provides easy ways to open files and prevents you fromdeleting files or
changi ng system software. It is particularly suited to homes and cl assroons.

Chooser
A programthat |lets you designate devices such as printers and shared disks on a
network for your Macintosh to use.

d i pboard
An area in the conmputer's nenory that functions as a hol ding place for what you
last cut or copied. Information on the clipboard can be pasted into documents.

Control Panels

Progranms that |let you change various Maci ntosh features, such as sound, nouse
noverent, and keyboard options. Control panels are located inside the System
fol der.

Desk Accessories

Smal | application prograns that you can add to your system Desk accessories are
installed in the Apple nenu. Those provided with the Macintosh include the

Cal cul ator, the Chooser, Control Panels, Key Caps, and the Scrapbook

Your working environment when you are using the Finder interfaces on the
conputer (the menu bar and the background area on the screen), on which you work
with icons and wi ndows.

Docunent s Fol der

A folder on the desktop that is the default folder when you save a docunent. For
(System 7.5 or Macintosh Perfornma only.)



Fi nder

The application programthat maintains the Macintosh desktop and starts up ot her
progranms at your request. You use it to manage documents and prograns, and to
get information to and from di sks. The Finder is what you see when you start up
your conputer.

Fol der
A contai ner for documents, progranms, as well as other folders on the desktop or
in directory wi ndows.

I con
A small pictorial representation of a file, disk, nenu, option, or other object
or feature.

Launcher

A system extensi on containing aliases of progranms and other itens. The Launcher
wi ndow opens automatically when you start your computer. You can add to or
change the contents of the Launcher to suit your own needs. (System 7.5 or
Maci nt osh Perfornma only.)

A bus architecture that lets you add a variety of conponents to your Macintosh
by installing cards into expansion slots (such as video capture cards and
net wor ki ng) .

Qperating System

Software that coordinates the internal activities of the conputer and its
peri pheral devices. An operating system performs basic tasks such as novi ng data
to and from devi ces and managi ng i nformation in menory.

The operating systemfor Apple Il conputers.

Qui ckTi ne
A System 7. x software extension that |lets you play synchroni zed video and sound
clips on your Macintosh.

Scr apbook

A desk accessory in which you can save frequently-used graphics, text, and
sounds. The scrapbook can store nultiple imges. You can cut or copy inmages from
t he Scrapbook and paste theminto docunents.

SCSI (Smal|l Conputer Systens |nterface)



A specification of nechanical and electrical standards for connecting certain
peri pheral devices (such as CD-ROM drives, external storage drives, and
scanners) to a conputer.

System Fil e

A software file required for starting up the computer. You can customze it with
fonts and desk accessori es.
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
