CGeneral Information: Power Buttons

The Power button on nodul ar Maci ntosh nodels is typically |located on the back of
the conputer close to the right or left side (depending on the nodel). When
facing the conputer, you should be able to reach around to the back of the
conput er and operate the button.

Exceptions to the standard power button placenent are nost Macintosh Centris and
Quadra nodels. Please refer to nodel -specific descriptions bel ow.

Power buttons cone in different shapes and sizes. Sone are push buttons (round
or square), which may be plain, or may include a sideways triangle or a circle
with a snall straight line inside. Others are toggles, which include a 1 and a 0
(1=0n, 0=0Off).

Ceneral Information: Reset and Interrupt Buttons

The Reset and Interrupt buttons are located in different areas on different
nodel s. Pl ease refer to nodel -specific descriptions bel ow.

The reset button is marked with a small triangle. Pushing the reset button
restarts the conputer. It is the same as turning the power switch off and then
on.

The interrupt button is marked with a circle; if the button is |arge enough
there is a crooked line in the circle. It is used by Macintosh software



programers when witing applications and debuggi ng them Pushing the interrupt
button produces a bl ank dial og box on the Maci ntosh screen. Programers can then
type codes to obtain the response or information they require fromthe
