There really are no 'standard colors' used when you set the control panel to 256
colors. Colors are | oaded by each individual application when | aunched on the
Maci nt osh or when an individual file is opened by an application

The circuitry that controls the colors that are di splayed on the screen has a
color | ook-up table (CLUT) and digital to anal og converter (DAC). Conputer
software provides information to the CLUT, which provides color values to the
DAC, which provides the correct signals to the display.

The DAC converts the digital number representation of a color pixel into the
proper (anal og) signal that is used by the display. The digital nunber is a 24
bit value. The output of the DAC provides the anal og Red, Green, and Bl ue
voltage levels that the nonitor uses to display the proper colors for each

pi xel .

The CLUT, when the nonitor control panel is set to 256 colors, will display up
to 256 different colors that are 24 bits each. In other words, out of an
approxinmate 16 nmillion colors, you can select and display up to 256. The 256 (24
bit) colors that are selected and used are stored and 'l ooked up' for each pixe
that you see on the screen. So what you really have instead of having to choose
fromonly 256 colors is a choice of mllions - but you can only select and use
256 colors at a tine fromthe mllions that are avail able.

A DI FFERENT WAY TO LOXK AT IT

It is kind of like having millions of different colored crayons in a storage
roomto choose from but for each individual picture you draw, you have a box
that only holds 256 crayons. You can only select 256 crayons or colors to use
because the box won't hold any nore. If you want to draw anot her picture, you
can go back, return the original crayons, and select a conpletely different
group of 256 crayons or colors. The storage roomis |like the conputer and the



crayon box that limts the nunber of crayons you can use for a single picture is
the VRAM (if you have nore VRAM you can get nore colors).
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
