As you are aware, Apple has produced various architectural solutions to
conputing problens over the years. Sone, like the I1fx and Quadras, do so
by running the m croprocessor and ot her associ ated conmponents at a hi gher
cl ock speed than the rest of the nmain logic board. For exanple, the I1fx
has a 40 MHz 68030 and a 20 MHz I/ O bus. The Quadra 700 and 900 have a 25
MHz 68040 and a 16 MHz 1/0O bus. And the Quadra 950 has a 33 MHz 68040 and
a 25 MHz 1/0 bus.

On the Ilvx, the cache, FPU, and the 68030 run at 32 MHz. Wereas, the
RAM ROM VRAM and the I/O subsystemrun at 16 MHz. The Ilci and IIsi have
the sane nain |ogic board and nicroprocessor clock speeds.
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
