Macintosh LC I11: New Processor Direct Slot (2/93)

This article describes the upgraded LC PDS (Processor Direct Slot) on the
Maci ntosh LC I11.
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The Macintosh LC Il supports a new kind of LC conpatible PDS slot. It
is now 114 pins, allow ng support for 32-bit bus nmaster cards while al so
supporting nost existing 96-pin cards designed for the Mcintosh LC and
LCII.

This is achieved by a gap in the connector allowing a 96-pin card to fit.
The connector is actually a 120-pin connector with pins 96 through 114 cut

out. In profile, it looks something like this:
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Sone cards designed for the Maci ntosh LC and Macintosh LC Il do not work in
the Maci ntosh LC Il because of space constraints or because they expect to be

16-bit bus masters.

Check with the manufacturer of a given card to nake sure it's conmpatible with
the Maci ntosh LC 111
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
