The other two sets of junper pins are
reserved by Apple and should never be connected. These junpers also exist on the

Maci ntosh LC Il and Performa 405 | ogi c boards, however the silk screen reads
"Jirr.
When the junper is installed on the logic board, users will continue to have

access to the following Apple Ile Option Panel buttons:

- Qit lle

- Eject Disk
- Restart Ile
- Return

However, users will not have access to any of the panels used to change Option
Panel settings.
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
