2) To copy standard a 5.25-inch disk with the Apple Ile Card and one Apple
5.25 Drive, use the ProDOS utilities, which provide a copy function
You need to specify the same device for both the original and duplicate.
The software pronpts you when you need to insert and renove disks. Note
that some di sks cannot be copi ed because they are protected.
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
