There are two standard ADB nouse devices available. One of these is | ow
power ed. You should not connect either of the standard nouse devices to the
Maci nt osh Portabl e or the PowerBook. This violates the FCC specifications
and woul d draw too nuch power if it was not the | ow power nodel.

Is there any visual way | can distinguish between the nmouse devices?
Yes:

 The standard nouse has an ADB connector that is approximately 0.5 inch
| ong.

e The standard | ow power nouse al so has an ADB connector that is
approximately 0.5 inches long and there is a | ow power synbol (a half
circle with a dash across the top) on the product |abel.

e The | ow power nouse has an ADB connector that is approximtely 1 inch
I ong and al so includes the | ow power synbol (a half cirlce with a
dash across the top) on the product | abel.
