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W have had reports that the Macintosh Portable Data Modem 2400 cannot
find a dial tone when plugged into an internal sw tchboard. The Hayes
conmands to do this, although accepted by the nbdem seemto have no
ef fect.
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Setting the active result codes with the X command tells the nodemto:
- dial after a delay set by nodemregister S6, and
- not wait for a dial tone.

Use the foll owing conmmands. You nay or may not need to set register S6,
dependi ng on the phone systemin use. The text in parentheses is coment
only, and not part of the comrands.

ATX3 (OK, CONNECT, RING NO CARRIER, ERROR, CONNECT 1200 & 2400, BUSY)
ATS6=3 (Wait 3 seconds. Default is 2, so this probably isn't necessary.)
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
