Could it be that the Macintosh Portable and ot her new Appl e systens do not
generate the initial termnation due to a change in the CMOS chi p?

There are no known probl ens using Apple's external SCSI hard drives or the Apple
Tape Backup on the Macintosh Portable. However, because the Maci ntosh Portable
doesn't provide termnation power (to limt denands on the battery), externa
SCSI devices connected to the Maci ntosh Portabl e nmust provide that power. That
is, they must be powered on and left on while using the Maci ntosh Portabl e.

Al so, the Macintosh Portable should be shut down when connecting or

di sconnecti ng peri pheral s.

We don't know your Maci ntosh Portabl e configuration, the software used, the
software versions, the events leading up to the error, or what the error was,
but what is described above about term nation power is conon enough that it
bears repeating.

If by "initial" term nation you nean that the Maci ntosh Portabl e does not have
"built-in" termnation, it is just like all other Macintosh systens except for
the Macintosh Il1fx. They are internally term nated.
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
