Short-Term Storage (1 week or | ess)
The Maci nt osh Power Book can be stored with the battery (fully charged) in the
unit without the power adapter plugged in.

Short-Term Storage (1 to 2 weeks)

The Maci nt osh Power Book can be stored with the power adapter plugged in. After
this period, a charge/discharge cycle should be performed. |In other words, use
the conputer until the battery is drained and then recharge it fully.

Long- Term Storage (up to 6 nonths)

The Maci nt osh Power Book battery should be fully charged, and
- The Power Book 140/ 170 nust be in a shutdown state.
- The Power Book 100 nust be di sconnect ed.
