o Check that the storage switch on the back of the conmputer next to the
power connector is in the up position. This switch disables all battery
power, but will allow you to use the unit with AC power.

e Afuse on the logic board may blow if the lithiumbatteries aren't
renoved before the unit is taken apart. |It's also inportant that the
unit is conpletely reassenbled before the batteries are reinstalled. The
| ogi ¢ board can be shorted out quite easily since the keyboard is a part
of the circuit. The synptomof the failure is that the PowerBook will
run on the AC Adaptor, but not on the battery.

* A blown fuse may be linked to a damaged or defective power adaptor. In
particular, the black insulating "O'" ring on the tip of the adaptor nay
be danaged and shorting out against the |ogic board. Replacenent of the

On these computers, a blown fuse nay be |linked to a danaged or defective power
adaptor. In particular, the black insulating "O'" ring on the tip of the adaptor
may be damaged and shorting out against the |ogic board. Replacenent of the
power adaptor and the main logic board will fix the problem

The Power Book 150 will show simlar synptons as the PowerBook 140 and 170 with a
bl own fuse. The unit will run with the AC Adapter connected but not from
battery only. Additionally, the unit will not run from AC Adapter power if the
battery is renpbved. Check the logic board fuse if it fails to run from

battery.
