Full Voltage:                      16.1 volts +/- 0.1v
First Battery Low Dialog:          14 volts
Second Battery Low Dialog:         Approx. 13.6v*
Third (Final) Battery Low Dialog:  Approx. 13.1v*

* This approximate reading is a result of an extrapolation.
