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If you are using the VT-102 tool (part of the Conmunications Tool box) and
MacTerm nal 3.0, you can issue the keypad conmands fromthe Keys nenu. |If you
are using a Communi cati ons Tool box-conpliant application, you should be able to
i ssue the conmands fromthe nmenu the application provides for keypads.

If you are not using a Communications Tool box-conpliant application, you nay
need an application revision that works with the PowerBook. That is, the
Power Book keyboard has a new identifier* inside the Maci ntosh Operating System
and some applications may not nmap the nmainframe key sequences fromthe
keyboard.

You can use ResEdit to get the ASCII codes for the keypad, but nore than likely,
you want the key sequences that the mainfranme requires. You could then create
macros to issue them or remap themto different keys if the application
supports that.
