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Hard Di sk Recovery

The | ow end marketing bundl e does not include an external floppy disk drive.
File sharing or SCSI disk node will transfer data to and from a desktop
Maci nt osh.

If you rely only on file sharing for file transfer, you nmay not be able to
recover the internal hard disk drive. For exanple, if the System Folder is
corrupted or the hard di sk needs repair, file sharing can't connect to the
Maci nt osh Power Book 100. You need a SCSI di sk adapter cable or an externa
floppy disk drive to connect.

Hard Di sk Interl eave Factor M smatch

If another Macintosh initializes the hard disk while the Maci ntosh Power Book 100
isinits SCSI disk node, it may set the interleave factor incorrectly for the
Power Book 100. The Power Book 100 has an interleave factor of 1. |If, for
exanpl e, a Macintosh Cassic initializes the hard disk drive over SCSI disk
node, the default is an interleave factor of 3. This causes sone inefficiencies
when accessing the hard di sk drive.

To work around this, you can force the Hard Disk Setup Uility to initialize
with an interleave factor of 2. Type Command-|1 when the application is open.
This brings up a dialog box that allows you to change the interleave factor

No Support of System Peripheral Cable for File Sharing

This is an old issue fromthe days of connecting a LaserWiter to a Macintosh in
a non-networked environnment. You can't use the peripheral cable (Mni DIN8 to
Mni DI N8, M197) for connecting AppleTal k devices. You can use a peri pheral
cable in a point-to-point connection instead of two Appl eTal k drop boxes and the
cabling. This is a |ower-cost solution, but Apple has not tested this



configurati on and does not guarantee future conpatibility of this nethod for
connecting two Appl eTal k devi ces.
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
