The Disk Copy utility program checks for the presence of a floppy drive. If
there is not a floppy drive, you get a nmessage that it "will not run on this

ki nd of Maci ntosh conputer since certain required support is not provided." You
can get this sane nessage on Power Book 200 or 2300 series (Duo) computers that
do not have a floppy disk drive attached externally or in a docking station
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
