However, the PowerBook will not start up fromthe drive even after
installing the correct systemsoftware. | tried reformatting the hard drive with
Drive Setup and Internal HD Format but they do not work. Wat should | do?
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The Power Book 150 has a driver schene that is different than nost Maci ntosh
conputers. The hard disk driver is always taken fromROMand if there is a
driver present on the hard disk, the conmputer usually will not start up from
it.

The Power Book 150 comes with a special utility, Internal HD Format, that will
format hard drives for use with the PowerBook 150. However, Internal HD Format
will not format a drive that already has a driver partition. If Internal HD
Format is run on a drive that has a driver partition, it will generate the
nmessage "Internal HD Format will not run on this system Please use HD SC
Setup." This nessage is in error since neither Apple HD SC Setup or Drive Setup
are conpatible with the PowerBook 150.

So if possible, you should purchase the new hard drive as unformatted. Then you
can use Internal HD Fornat to format the drive correctly. After the drive is
formatted, you should be able to install systemsoftware and start up fromthe
drive as nornmal.

If the new hard drive is pre-formatted (whether by Apple or a third-party
utility), follow this procedure:

Wth the new hard drive installed, startup from another startup device with a
System Fol der such as a Di sk Tool s di sk.

Wil e starting up, if you receive a nessage saying "This disk is unreadabl e by
this Macintosh, do you wish to initialize it..", select Initialize.* The hard



drive icon should appear on the desktop when the initialization process is done.
This is sufficient to prepare the hard disk for use since the driver is in ROM
You do not need to use the Internal HD Format utility.

If the message "This disk is unreadable by this Macintosh, do you wish to
initialize it.." does not appear and the hard drive icon shows up on the
desktop, click on the icon to select it and then select Erase Disk... fromthe
Special nmenu and initialize the disk. This is sufficient to prepare the hard

di sk for use since the driver is in ROM You do not need to use the Internal HD
Format utility.

Now that the hard drive is initialized, you can install the system software by
booting fromthe install disk or CD

* Note: The Power Book 150 comes with a special program call ed Power Book 150
Backup to nake the system software disk set. Make sure the system software disk
set is created before installing a new hard drive. Instructions for using the
Power Book 150 Backup programare in the User's Guide.
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
