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There is a high-density video connector on the back of the PowerBook 160 and
180, and a high-density to standard DB-15 cable is included with the unit. An
addi ti onal 512K of VRAM on the |ogic board, supports video output.

The VGN SVGA cable is the sane cable
used to connect the Macintosh LC or LC Il to a VGA nonitor.

A new custom video output chip was added to the processor card, and the 1/0
board was nodified with an additional mni-15 connector. The cable that is
included turns the mni-15 into the standard DB-15 connector with standard Apple
vi deo connector pinouts. The 512K of VRAM on the | ogic board can not be
expanded to support higher bit depth displays. The video chip will only support
256 col or displays. Wen using external nonitors the conputer should be plugged
into the power adapter.
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
