The Power Book 165c features the same 68030 processor, running at 33 MHz, as the
Power Book 180. It also features the 68882 floating point co-processor

New Battery and Power Adapter

The Power Book 165c has a new 2.9 anmp-hour N Cad battery that provides 1.5 to 2
hours of continuous battery use froma full charge. It has the same charging
characteristics as the battery in the PowerBook 160 and 180, taking from3 to 4
hours to charge to 80% and an additional 3 to 4 hours to fully charge.

The power supply for the PowerBook 165c provides 24 watts of power, conpared to
the 17-watt supply used in the PowerBook 160 and Power Book 180.
