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The Power Book 165c has a 2.9 AHr N Cad battery, which provides 1.5 to 2 hours of
battery use froma full charge. The battery has the sane charging
characteristics as the existing PowerBook computers, taking about 3 to 4 hours
to charge the battery to 80% and 3 or 4 nore hours for a full charge.

Because of the additional power demands of the col or display, the PowerBook
165c' s power adapter has been increased to 24 watts fromthe 19 watt supply used
wi th the PowerBook 160 and 180. O der power adapters will work with the

Power Book 165c -- but charging tine will be increased. Use of the ol der adapter
with this systemmay drain the battery, even though it's plugged in. The power
adapter resenbles the existing power adapter, but has "24W enbossed on the plug
end for identification purposes. The new adapter can be used on existing
systenms, and with the battery charger, w thout any problens.
